I.

The Purpose of the Agreement

1. The purpose of the Agreement is to strengthen the cooperation between the enterprises, institutions and potential FP7/Horizon 2020 grant partners, to implement the adaptation of international research-development experiences, by which new research methods, a new research organization approach and new research management should evolve. Parties are willing to procure the collaboration between the two institutions within the scope of this Agreement in accordance with these goals.
II.

The Subject of the Agreement
2. Parties settle effective cooperation in order to realize the goals stated in the 1st point of this Agreement, in terms of research-development, technology-transfer and the utilization of research results. Parties dispose about the particular tasks in detail in a separate Agreement.
Vocational coordination of the Agreement will be ministered by ... on the side of the UoP, and by ... on the side of .... 
III.

Major Fields of the Agreement
3. Parties regularly report to each other about their relevant service development results, their needs occurring during service development in order to be able to cooperate within the scope of collaborations, joint development topics in the most possible number of fields. 
4. For the sake of spreading the so called supplier university attitude Parties ensure that the other Party and its fellow-workers can participate on the professional outings, conferences, organized by the Parties. 

5. Parties take responsibility for keeping in touch through the assigned persons, and help the effective realization of the evolving and on-going innovation projects. 
IV.

Regulations Relating Keeping in Touch
6. The Parties submit all the relevant information regarding the collaboration.  For fulfilling the tasks of keeping in contact and cooperation they assign the following persons:

All the possible personal changes of the assigned representatives shall be immediately reported to the other Party, in the form of a declaration signed with an authorised signature. The acceptance of the briefing shall be confirmed immediately by the addressed Party, in writing. From that moment the newly announced person is considered to be the assigned representative. The notification of the personal change of the assigned representative and its confirmation do not count as a change of contract.

V.

Duration, Resignation of the Agreement
7. Parties conclude this Agreement for indefinite duration, which can be denounced by any Party in writing, for the last day of the month, with the assurance of a 30-day notice period. 
8. Which Party does not, or just partially, respectively tardily fulfils its pledges, can be warned by the other Party in writing while settling a reasonable deadline. After the expiration of the deadline with no effect, this Agreement can be abrogated with immediate effect. The Party giving grounds for the termination by extraordinary notice is responsible for the damages derived from its omission.  

VI.

Obligation of Confidentiality
9. Contracting Parties treat all non-public technical, legal, business or any other information (henceforth: confidential information) strictly confidentially, and use just and only for the purpose of fulfilling the Agreement. Within the compass of this Agreement any Contracting Party may pass confidential information to a Third Party only with the preliminary written permission of the Contracting Party that has presented the confidential information. This obligation subsists after the extinguishment of this Agreement. Contracting Parties bear civil law responsibility for the negligence of the obligation of confidentiality. However Contracting Parties take cognizance of the fact that the obligation of confidentiality cannot be enforceable for the defined circle of confidential information in administrative and judicial proceedings, neither for cases, when any of the Contracting Parties are obliged to communicate the information on the strength of a provision of law, or a disposition of authorities, therefore with regard to this the Parties acquit each other mutually and beforehand from the obligation of confidentiality.
VII.

Collaboration and Confidentiality
10. Contracting Parties declare that they meet their responsibilities in terms of collaboration in a generally expectable way. Parties are due to inform each other immediately about all the deeds, events and circumstances that jeopardize or hinder the collaboration. The negligent Party is responsible for the consequence derived from the failure of notification.

11. Parties declare and guarantee that they are authorized to conclude this Agreement. 

VIII. 

Other Regulations
12. The possible legal disputes arisen in connection with the formulation, composition, interpretation and application of this Agreement Parties arrange collectively, and in good faith. If the written initiative does not come to result within 30 days from the moment of arrival at the other Party, then the Parties – pending on the value of the subject matter – appoint the exclusive competence of the Court of Residence in Pécs with the relevant jurisdiction.
13. In matters not regulated by this Agreement shall be governed by the Act IV of 1959 on the Civil Code. 

14. This Agreement contains the goals and general framework of collaboration between the Parties. The Parties conclude separate Agreement relating to the realization of particular tasks, and to further claims and obligations.  

15. The expenses arising in the course of the Agreement the Parties ensure according to the particular partial agreements.

Parties hereto have signed this Agreement – which was produced in four (4) identical copies – as proof of their willing consent thereto.
